L atvia becomes a key player in
the business aviation market in
the Baltics, the CIS and partly in
Eastern Europe. A new FBO center
for business aviation was inaugura-
ted in Riga a day before the opening
of Jet Expo 2015. Built by Latvian
holding company Flight Consulting
Group, FBO RIGA has become
the region’s biggest investment pro-
ject implemented recently.

The facility has a 1,200-sq.m.
business aviation terminal and a
8,400-sq.m. heated hangar. The
hangar can accommodate 12 to 14
aircraft of different types, including
the Boeing Business Jet. The pro-
ject is estimated to have cost nearly
$12.5 million, with Flight Consul-
ting Group investing part of the
sum. The project is expected to pay
back within eight to 10 years.

The design of the terminal takes
into account the modern require-
ments of bizav passengers: on the
one hand, it provides minimum
walking distance from the entran-
ce to the airstairs and ensures

swift passenger control and scree-
ning procedures, while on the ot-
her hand it is a multifunctional
center with comfortable boarding
areas, VIP meeting rooms and a
conference hall, an elegant bar

overlooking the airfield, and an
art gallery.

Flight Consulting Group belie-
ves that FBO RIGA will open a
new page in its 15-year-old history.
Today, Riga International Airport
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does not boast strong business avia-
tion traffic. It handled 2,887 bizav
flights in 2014, serving 9,449 pas-
sengers, or only 6% up year-on-
year. Many major bizav operators
used to mention the lack of mo-
dern infrastructure as the most fre-
quent issue holding back traffic
growth.

Flight Consulting Group has al-
ready observed a significant custo-
mer interest in FBO RIGA, and
promises to come up with quite
“attractive” business proposals.
“In addition to our existing cont-
racts, we are glad to offer a range of
services that include fixed-base
operations, hangaring, and main-
tenance of business jets at Riga.
Our hangar is equipped to provide
line maintenance, exterior washing
and cabin cleaning services. A big
advantage is that aircraft parking
spots are available on the apron
right in front of the hangar and the
terminal,” says FBO RIGA co-
owner Roman Starkov. B

ny FBO’s key performance in-

dicator is the traffic it genera-
tes. Have you managed to improve
on this parameter since the begin-
ning of the year? What overall re-
sults are you aiming for in 2015?

— Despite the overall bizav
market slump in Russia, we have
managed to increase traffic since
the beginning of 2015. Our traffic
grew by 30% year-on-year in the
first six months. Some of our para-
meters have demonstrated even
better growth: for example, there
has been a fourfold increase in the
use of the Sheremetyevo helipad
over the past year. This is primari-
ly due to our new pricing strategy
and the introduction of a one-
stop-shop principle. Our other
competitive advantage is the re-
cent inauguration of the new high-
speed highway linking Sheremety-
evo and Moscow.

— Pricing is critical to opera-
tors. How do your prices differ
from those charged by competition
at other Moscow airports?

— We did a lot last year in terms
of pricing adjustment, setting up a
new pricing system and introdu-
cing the one-stop-shop service for
customers’ convenience. We deci-
ded that our customers should be

while charging a minimum over-
head for any third-party services
such as fuelling. Our competition
often makes money from extra
services, whereas our approach of-
ten helps our customers save plen-
ty of money.

— What marketing methods are
you planning to use in order to in-
crease your share of the Moscow
bizav traffic?

— It is no secret that the Russi-
an bizav market lives according to

able to select the services they
want, and we would then bundle
those services into special offers.
Our current strategy implies that
we only earn from the services of-
fered by our own infrastructure,

its own rules. Our primary marke-
ting instrument is good references.
Quality services provided to our
current customers, and our imma-
culate reputation, help us attract
new clients. Brand recognition is

also a positive factor. This is why
we make a point of presenting our
company at industry exhibitions,
taking part in forums and confe-
rences, and keeping abreast of the
current trends.

— How is A-Group planning to
enter the MRO market? Are there
any projects to build a maintenance
center for various aircraft types,
and if yes, who will be your part-
ner?

— MRO is certainly a very po-
pular segment. It comprises line
maintenance and base maintenan-
ce. It is too early to speak of base
maintenance, but we will launch a
line maintenance station for diffe-
rent aircraft types at Sheremety-
evo before year-end.

— The A-Group hangar complex
at Sheremetyevo is one of the lar-
gest in Russia. Is its current area
spacious enough? Is demand high
for aircraft hangarage?

— It is very high, particularly in
fall and winter. This year, for in-
stance, most of our hangar space is
already booked for the coming

winter season. We currently have
two hangars at Sheremetyevo, but
we will need more space as de-
mand grows. We are beginning to
build a third hangar near Terminal
A, which will accommodate a sig-
nificant number of aircraft. Pre-
construction work has already be-
gun, and I hope that we will put
the facility into operation next
year.

— How much does doing busi-
ness in Moscow differ from St. Pe-
tersburg? How is your presence at
Pulkovo developing?

— To begin with, the frequenci-
es of traffic are different; they are
at a 5:1 ratio in Moscow’s favor.
Despite the lower traffic in St. Pe-
tersburg, we are observing a
growth in the number of flights
there too, which is a very good
thing. As for our infrastructure
there, we are completing work to
build a second all-season storage
hangar, and have put an advanced
helipad into operation. Everything
we offer at Moscow is now avai-
lable to our St. Petersburg custo-
mers locally.

— Many major airports are tigh-
tening the screw on bizav operators
due to the growing overall traffic.
Have you managed to establish a
dialog with the Sheremetyevo ad-
ministration? Do you have any pro-
blems with you?

— On the contrary, our rela-
tionship with the airport operator,
Sheremetyevo International Air-
port, has greatly improved since
the beginning of 2015. Last year
they would sometimes restrict our
slots, but no such problems exist
now. All the arrival/departure pro-
blems are now a thing of the past.
All services we receive from She-
remetyevo are of high quality.
Their aircraft handling capacity is
enormous — they handle 55 airc-
raft movements per hour.

Sheremetyevo demonstrates the
lowest ratio of departure delays
[among the Moscow airports],
which is of particular importance
to us. If we have a slot booked for
14:20, I can be sure the flight will
depart at 14:20, right on schedule.
Punctuality is an essential crite-
rion in business aviation, and She-
remetyevo International Airport
helps us keep our operations
punctual. B

Russian bizav traffic stabilizes

he Russian business aviation

market, with its systemic de-
pendence on the state of the co-
untry’s economy, saw a slight dec-
line in the first half of 2015. Inter-
national experts have been repor-
ting lower frequencies of flights
between Moscow and European
destinations, which are particular-
ly popular with Russian bizav pas-
sengers. German business aviation
intelligence specialist WINGX
Advance reports a 23% drop in
traffic for the first six months. The
Swedish air charter selling plat-
form Avinode remarks that the
decline began last December, fol-
lowing the depreciation of the
ruble, when the number of bizav
charter bookings dropped by 6%.
The situation worsened in Janua-
ry, with the drop in traffic reac-
hing 18% even despite the sea-
son’s holidays, which are traditio-
nally accompanied by a spike in
business aviation flights. Februa-
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ry, usually a slow month, only ad-
ded to the market’s nosedive, re-
sulting in a 30% drop in the num-
ber of business charter bookings
year-on-year. Avinode says the
market somewhat stabilized by
summer: traffic grew by 4% in Ju-
ne and by 5% in July.

It would be wrong to conclude
that the Russian bizav market is
nearing a collapse. First, Avinode
bases its statistics on bizav charter
booking requests, not on the ac-
tual flight sales, meaning that its
figures merely suggest a certain
trend.

The Russian bizav market
stabilized in early summer
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Second, summer lulls are com-
mon for virtually all European bu-
siness aviation markets. WINGX
Advance points to the ongoing
shrinkage of European traffic,
which fell a further 1% this June.
Austria and Norway each suffered
a whopping 9% decline, followed
by Turkey with 6%. The worst si-
tuation has been observed in
Ukraine, whose market plumme-
ted nearly 40%. According to Avi-
node, the last noticeable peak in
Ukrainian bizav traffic to date
(+20%) was reported in February
2014 as members of the toppled
government were fleeing the co-
untry. The greatest traffic growth
in the EU has been observed in
Greece, which was striving to se-
cure a new IMF loan throughout
this summer. The frequency of
flights between the EU and the
US, in the meantime, has grown
by 8%. B

center to open soon

he International Center for

Business Aviation at Ramen-
skoe airfield outside Moscow is
preparing to welcome its first com-
mercial customers. The project was
launched 18 months ago by AV-
COM Group.

First AVCOM ironed out forma-
lities like registering the land rent
agreement and defining the site bo-
undaries. After that, the company
and contractors cleared the territo-
ry, laid over 1.5 km of asphalted ro-
ads to provide direct access to the
site, and repaired 45,000 square
meters of apron. Work has now be-
en completed to erect two mainte-
nance and storage hangars with a
total area of 4,500 square meters,
which can accommodate business
jet sizes up to the Bombardier
Challenger 850. “Subsidiary AV-

ccessfully operating a bizav MRO
center at the site since early 2015,
providing quality repair and main-
tenance services on most aircraft
types,” says Avcom Group Presi-
dent Eugeny Bakhtin.

Ramenskoe airfield is currently
undergoing a comprehensive run-
way and taxiway renovation to be
able to receive civilian aircraft,
both fixed- and rotary-wing types.
“QOur current objective is to com-
plete separating the civilian sector
of the airfield from the restricted
experimental and flight testing
area, which is controlled by Gro-
mov Flight Research Institute,”
Bakhtin says. AVCOM is planning
to relax the restrictions in its sector
by September 2015. After an ap-
proval is received from the Federal
Air Transport Agency, the airfield

tions. Commercial bizav opera-
tions are expected to commence by
year-end, following certification of
AVCOM’s on-site security service.

“We cannot say we are entirely
happy with the pace and quality and
construction: we have been forced to
delay the launch of several auxiliary
facilities,” Bakhtin notes. “Nevert-
heless, most of the facilities — the

premises — have been overhauled
and successfully put into operation.”

The Ramenskoe project is pri-
marily aimed at operators owners
of light and medium-sized fixed-
and rotary-wing bizav and GA
aircraft. The busy Moscow’s major
airports have few available slots to
offer to this category of business
aviation. B

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Russians love big
business jets

F eatured in the Jet Expo 2015
static park are some of the
most popular business aircraft in
Russia: large-cabin and long-range
types. These categories account for
over 50% of the nearly 500-strong
private bizav fleet operated in the
country. The Russian customers’
predilection for spacious cabins
and long-range capability can be
explained by the country’s large
territory, the Russian business’s in-
tergraton in the global economy,
and the glitzy mentality ingrained
in this category of passengers. Em-
peror Aviation, one of the largest
bizav operators in Russia, says the
most popular business jet models in
this country are the long-range
Bombardier Global XRS and the
large-cabin Challenger 605 and
Embraer Legacy 600.
Moscow-based private aircraft
broker ArcosJet notes that Russian

customers continue to go for the
Challenger 605, Falcon 2000, Glo-
bal XRS/6000, and Falcon 7X.
One of the most popular recent
models is the Gulfstream G650,
which sells in Russia better than
the manufacturer’s previous flags-
hip product.

These observations coincide
with the statistics provided by the
world’s largest Internet-based bi-
zav sales resource JETNET. As of
August 2015, 72 business jets were
registered in Russia (the other bi-
zav aircraft flying in the country
had foreign registration); of these,
45% were large-cabin and long-
range types. The most popular mo-
dels were the Bombardier Challen-
ger 604/605, Challenger 850, Em-
braer Legacy, Falcon 900, Falcon
7X, and Gulfstream G550. The
average age of 70% of the Russian-
registered fleet stood at around 10

The Challenger 605 is one of the most
popular business jet models in Russia

years, making it one of the yo-
ungest fleets in Europe.

According to ArcosJet, the struc-
ture of the Russian business jet fleet
differs from those in the US and
Europe, where medium- and
small-sized airplanes are more po-
pular, and is rather comparable to
the Chinese bizav market, which
also prefers the spacious Gulfstre-
am G550/650, Falcon 7X, Global

XRS/5000/6000, Challenger 605,
and Embraer Legacy 600/650 mo-
dels.

It is hard to guess at the end price
of business jets selling to Russia.
There are, of course, catalog pri-
ces, but the cost of extra options
and customized interiors is charged
separately, and may come up to
half the airframe price tag. B

First Russian delivery for Citation M2

R ussian company EastUnion,
the official distributor of
Cessna Citation jets in Russia and
the CIS, is presenting at Jet Expo
2015 two new offerings by the
American aircraft manufacturer:
the Citation M2 light business jet
and the midsize Citation Latitude.

The M2’s first Russian delivery
took place in late June 2015. Tom
Perry, vice-president for sales in
Europe at Cessna parent Textron
Aviation, believes that the Russian
market is evolving towards “the
right size”, meaning that increa-
singly more customers planning to
purchase an aircraft are now incli-
ned to choose a jet that fits their
needs.

The Russian debut of the Cita-
tion Latitude is a double joy. Only
two weeks ago the new business jet
was handed over to its launch cu-
stomer, and now potential buyers

from Russia have a chance to see
its advantages. According to the
manufacturer, the aircraft being
brought to the market has impro-
ved performance characteristics
compared to the design specifica-

tions. Its maximum range is 5,278
km (2,850 nm), which is 277 km
(150) nm greater than originally
estimated, while the takeoff field
length was reduced to 1,091 m
(3,580 ft) from the initial 1,116 m
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(3,660 ft). The Citation Latitude is
another product in which the com-
pany used an “anti-crisis” appro-
ach to development, with tried-
and-tested technologies and com-
ponents complemented with new
capabilities. The Latitude incorpo-
rates the wing, aft section, and
PW306D engines of the 12-seat Ci-
tation Sovereign+. At the same ti-
me, it boasts a greater fuselage
cross-section, and its cabin is over
6 m (21 ft) long with full standing
height throughout, making it the
widest cabin among all Cessna jets.
The Citation Latitude accom-
modates a two-person cockpit crew
and nine passengers. [ts maximum
operating altitude is 13,716 m
(45,000 ft), and its maximum crui-
se speed is 826 km/h (446 ktas).
The aircraft climbs to 43,000 ft

(13,106m) in just 23 minutes. B
